One day it might
be one method of application and another the next. This is my method of the day for this project of an airbrushed rose on canvas. You may use this
method as guidelines and not rules cut in stone. Enjoy yourself while you are making your rose, have fun with your project.

The project requires a minimum of supplies. The support | am using in this turtorial is a 14" x 18" Fredrix Canvas Panel.

Gesso, 220 grit sand paper, 600 grit wet sand paper, sanding block and plastic filler spreader is needed to prepare your canvas if you want to lessen
the amount of texturing.

The colors | am using is PPG's Omni premixed Basecoat finishes: Black, White, Ford Blue which is a Royal Blue and House of Kolor's Apple Red
Kandy Koncentrate. The paint you use needs to be similar to the paints | have used such as a Strong Black, Opaque White, Transparent Pthalo or
Brite Blue and a Transparent Red. These colors will be mixed to various shades throughout the project.

You will need an X-acto Knife with a sharp blade, eraser for texturing and highlights.

A rose image, printer and paper.

| will be using a Harder & Steenbeck Infinity 2 in 1, with quickfix with the 0.15 needle and a full size Binks M1G HVLP for my background and clear.
