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There are actually several methods that you can use to lay vinyl on a curved
surface. The methods you choose has much to do with the design and the
actual surface. Here is one.

The subject: a motorcycle tank.
The mask: a set of tribal flames.
The object: lay the vinyl symmetrically on either side of the tank.

As you can see here, Mike started with a center line of fine line tape. The left
side mask has been put into position. The challenge here is to lay the right side
down flat, and perfectly symmetrical to the left.

We will go through the application of the right side step by step.
